They are exposed to crates early on, LOTS of toys, and different objects, sights and sounds to ready them for their new homes. Our puppies are exposed to as many sights, sounds and people as possible in their time here before they go to their new homes to ensure a well rounded happy pet.  Anden boxer puppies are raised on soft clean blankets that are changed daily, and are taught the beginnings of potty/paper training quite early on.

      

     We take bringing new litters of puppies into this world very seriously. Puppies are the result of breeding health tested parents that come from lines/pedigrees proven to exhibit longevity and stable temperaments in order to do our best to breed for the next generation of quality boxers. We believe in breeding to better the breed, and will not limit our search for ideal matches for each breeding to the available local dogs, and we often travel quite far, and don't let borders limit our search for the right stud dog for our girls. So you can imagine, after all this work, and planning the puppies we produce are quite special to us, and we take great care to place them in special homes!
